A multilateral convention, signed & the Hague on Dec. 16, 1970, this corvention is
registered by and deposited with the governments of the United Kingdom, the Union of Soviet
Socialists Republics, and the United Stateson March 8, 1973.  Therewere 77 s gnatories. It
went into force on October 14, 1971 It prescribes the procedures that member signatories will
follow when an aircraft is hijacked.

In this convention, the member states of the Islamic Conference incorporated the
Convention for the Suppression of Unlawful Seizure of Aircratft, the Convention on the Physical
Protection of Nuclear Material, aswell as other multilatera conventi onsinto this convention. In
addition, they agreed to share information with each other as well as extradite criminalsin order
to combat terrorism.

Signed in Vienna on March 3, 1980, this multilateral convention went into force in 1987.
There were 58 signatories to this convention which governs the safe international transport of
nuclear materids.

Thisisamultilateral convention that was signed in New Y ork on Dec. 14, 1973.

Convention to Prevent and Punish the Ads of Terrorism, Feb. 2, 1971, 27 U.S.T. 3949.

Signed on Feb. 2, 1971, thisisamultilateral convention that was entered into force on
Oct. 16, 1973. 13 members of the OAS signed. The function of thistreaty is to prevent terrorist
acts, including murder and kidnaping, and provided for extradition of individualsinvolved in
such acts.

Signed by 36 European countries at Strasbourg on Jan. 27, 1977, this convention went
into force on Aug. 4, 1978. The purpose of thistreaty isto facilitate the extradition of
individuals engaging in terrorist acts.

Signed in New Y ork on Dec. 17, 1979, this convention entered into force on June 3,
1981. There were 39 signatories

SAARC Regional Convention on the Suppression of Terrorism, Nov. 1, 1987, available at
http://untreaty.un.org/English/Terrorism/Conv18.pdf (last visited Oct. 21, 2001.)
Signed by the member states of the South Asian Association for Regional Cooperation on
Nov. 4, 1987, this convention adopts many of the positions in the Convention on the Physical
Protection of Nuclear Material and the Convention for the Unlawful Seizure of Aircraft, allowing
extradition for individuals involved in such acts.



Pending Billsin the United States Congress

AIRLINE SAFETY ACT OF 2001, S. 1463, 107" Cong. (2001.)

This bill was introduced in the Senate on September 25, 2001 and would allow pilots and
other law enforcement personnd to carry firearms aboard commercial aircraft to ensure the safety
of the aircraft. It would also require commercial aircraft to have reinforced cockpit doors. It was
referred to the Senate Commerce, Science and Transportation Committee.

AIRPORT AND SEAPORT TERRORISM PREVENTION ACT, S. 1429, 107" Cong. (2001.)

Introduced in the Senate on September 14, 2001, this bill seeks to improve security at both
airports and seaports. It includes suggestions for studies to improve security at airports and
seaports and provides aframewaork to allocate grants to subsidize these studies. It was referred to
the Senate Commerce, Science and Transportation Committee.

ANCILLARY AIRLINE INDUSTRY RELIEF ACT OF 2001, H.R. 2945, 107" Cong. (2001.)

This act would enable the Secretary of Transportation to make grants to travel agencies,
car rental companies, and other businesses in the ancillary airline industry who incurred losses as
aresult of the Sept. 11, 2001 terrorist attacks.

ANTI-TERRORISM ACT OF 2001, H.R. 2896, 107" Cong. (2001.)

The purpose of thishill isto provide for airline safety and the prevention of terrorism. It
issimilar to S. 1463. After it was introduced in the House on September 14, 2001, the bill was
referred to the Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure.

BioLoGIcAL AND CHEMICAL WEAPONS PREPAREDNESS AcCT OF 2001, S. 1486, 107" Cong. (2001.)

The purpose of this act isto encourage and increase funding for state and local emergency
first responses to either achemical or biological weapons attack by terrorists. It has been referred
to the Senate Education, Health, Labor and Pensions Committee.

FINANCIAL ANTI-TERRORISM AcCT OF 2001, H.R. 3004, 107" Cong. (2001.)
This bill amends federal law governing money transadions, including reporting
requirements and money laundering.

HONORING THE PASSENGERSAND CREW OF UNITED FLIGHT 93 AcT, H.R. 2916, 107" Cong.
(2001.)
An act that would authorize the President to posthumously award the Congressional Gold
Medal to passengers and crew aborad the United flight # 93 that crashed into Pennsylvania on
Sept. 11, 2001.

KEEPING AMERICA SAFE AcT oF 2001, H.R. 2928, 107" Cong. (2001.)

This would amend the Immigration and Nationality Act (8 U.S.C. §81101-1537) and
allow the removal of individuals who ad and abet terrorist organizations or an individual who is
conducting or planning to conduct aterrorist activity.



PASSENGER AIRLINE SAFETY AND SECURITY AcT, H.R. 2958, 107" Cong. (2001.)

Introduced in the House on September 25, 2001, the text of this bill is very similar to that
of S. 1463 and would allow pilots and other law enforcement personnel to carry firearms aboard
commercial aircraft to ensure the safety of the arcraft. It would also require commercial aircraft
to have reinforced cockpit doors. It was referred to the House Committee on Transportation and
Infrastructure.

PREPAREDNESS AGAINST TERRORISM ACT oF 2001, S. 1453, 107" Cong. (2001.)

Introduced in the Senate on September 21, 2001, the purpose of this bill isto amend the
Robert T. Stafford Disaster Relief and Emergency Assistance Act (42 U.S.C. 85122) and ensure
better coordination among federal agencies when responding to stateand local emergency
agenciesin the event of aterrorist attack. The bill was referred to the Senate Committee on
Environment and Pubic Works.

SeEPTEMBER 11™ FAMILIES STAMP AcT, H.R. 2907, 107" Cong. (2001.)

This bill was introduced in the House on September 20, 2001 Its purpose is for the U.S.
Postal Service to issue a stamp that commemorates the events of September 11, 2001 and
provides assistance to the victims of the terrorist attack. On September 28", the bill was referred
to the House Subcommittee on Crime.

SEPTEMBER 11™ HEROES STAMP AcCT oF 2001, H.R. 2905, 107" Cong. (2001.)

Like H.R. 2907, this bill was aso introduced in the House on September 20, 2001. Again,
its purpose was to have the U.S. Postal Service issue a commemorative stamp for the September
11" terrorist attack which would provide assistance to emergency relief personnel who were killed
or disabled in the @tack. The bill was referred to the House Government Reform and House
Transportation and I nfrastructure Committees.

TERRORISM ELIMINATION AcT oF 2001, H.R. 2930, 107" Cong. (2001.)

The function of this bill isto create a Counter-Terrorism Trust Fund that allows taxpayers
to donate tax refunds while allowingthe U.S. government to issue Freedom Bonds. Introduced in
the House on September 219, it was soon refered to the House Committee on Ways and Means.

To EstABLISH THE NATIONAL OFFICE FOR COMBATING TERRORISM, S. 1449, 107" Cong. (2001.)
This bill provides for the establishment of a National Office of Combating Terrorism.

It was introduced in the Senate on September 21, 2001 and referred to the Senate Governmental

Affairs Committee.

UNITED STATES DEFENSE FREEDOM BOND ACT OF 2001, S, 1432, 107" Cong. (2001.)

Introduced in the Senate on September 14", this bill authorizes the issuance of United
States Defense of Freedom Bonds. It was referred to the Senate Banking, Housing and Urban
Affairs Committee.



UNITY BoNDps AcT oF 2001, S. 1430, 107" Cong. (2001.)

Similar to S. 1432, this bill too was introduced in the Senate on September 14" and
authorizes the issuance of unity bondsto fight the war on terrorism. It too was referred to the
Senate Banking, Housing and Urban Affairs Committee.

VicTiMS OF TERRORISM RELIEF AcT oF 2001, H.R. 2884, 107" Cong. (2001.)

Introduced in the Senate on September 19, 2001, this bill provides tax relief to victims of
the September 11" terrorist attack. Any individual who died as a result of wounds or injuries
inflicted by the September 11" attack is covered by this provision which provides relief from
income and estatetaxes.

VICTORY BonDs AcT oF 2001, H.R. 2900, 107" Cong. (2001.)

Introduced in the House on September 19", this bill authorizes the issuance of Victory
Bonds to assist with the war on terrorism. It was referred to the House Ways and Means
Committee.

WaR BonDs AcT oF 2001, H.R. 2899, 107" Cong. (2001.)

Introduced in the House on September 17", this bill authorizes the Secretary of the
Treasury to issue war bonds in the war against terrorism. It was referred to the House Ways and
Means Committee.

Recently Enacted L egislation Pertaining to the September 11, 2001 Attadks
Arranged in chronological order.

PuBLIC SAFETY OFFICER BENEFITS BILL, Pub.L. 107-37, 115 StAT. 219 (2001.)
The law provides for the expedited payment of benefits to public safety officers who were
either killed or catastrophically injured in the September 11, 2001 U.S. terrorist attacks.

2001 EMERGENCY APPROPRIATIONS ACT FOR RECOVERY FROM AND RESPONSE TO TERRORIST
ATTACKS ON THE UNITED STATES, Pub. L. 107-38, 115 Stat. 220 (2001.)
Thislaw provided $40,000,000.00 to assist with the recovery from the September 11, 2001
U.S. terrorist attacks.



JOINT RESOLUTION OF THE SENATE AND HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES REGARDING THE
TERRORIST ATTACKS LAUNCHED AGAINST THE UNITED STATES ON SEPTEMBER 11, 2001,
Pub. L. 107-39, 115 StAT. 222 (2001.)
In this resolution, Congress condemned the perpetrators of the terrorist attacks, extended
its sympathies to the victims of theattacks and their families, and commended the heroic efforts
of the rescue workers.

A JOINT RESOLUTION TOAUTHORIZE THE USE OF UNITED STATES ARMED FORCES AGAINST
THOSE RESPONSIBLE FORTHE RECENT ATTACKS ON THE UNITED STATES, Pub. L. 107-40,
115 StAT. 224 (2001.)

AIR TRANSPORTATION SAFETY AND STABILIZATION AcCT, Pub. L. 107-42, 115 StAT. 230 (2001.)

This law provides funds to enhance the safety of air transportation, provide loansto air
carriers, and provide compensation for any direct losses incurred as aresult of the FAA’s
command that all commercial airlines be grounded between 9:44 am., September 11, 2001, and
12:00 p.m., September 13, 2001.

A BILL TOAMEND THE IMMIGRATION AND NATIONALITY ACT TO PROVIDE PERMANENT
AUTHORITY FOR THE ADMISSION OF “S’ Vi1sA NON-IMMIGRANTS, Pub. L. 107-45, 115
StAT. 258 (2001.)

UNITING AND STRENGTHENING AMERICA BY PROVIDING APPROPRIATE TOOLS REQUIRED TO
INTERCEPT AND OBSTRUCT TERRORISM (USA PATRIOT ACT) oF 2001, Pub. L. 107-56, 115
StAT. 272 (2001.)
Signed into law on October 26, 2001, this law established a counter terrorism fund,
extended the autharity of law enforcement to intercept wire, ord, and el ectronic communications,
and amended the Bank Secrecy Act, 31 U.S.C. §85311-5330 (2001.)

Legidation in Effect Prior to September 11, 2001

CrIMES. TERRORISM, 18 U.S.C. §82331-2339 (2000.)

These statutory provisions define terrorism, provide penalties (including death) for acts of
terrorism, describe civil remedies available, and ather procedurd aspects that result from terrorist
attacks.



UNITED STATES RESPONSE TO TERRORISM AFFECTING AMERICANS ABROAD, 22 U.S.C. 885501-
5513(2000.)
Describes the responsibilities of the Department of State pertaining to American victims of
terrorist attacks that occur abroad as well as U.S. Government compensation of the victims and/or
their families.

MONEY AND FINANCE: DEPARTMENT OF THE TREASURY, 31 U.S.C. 88321-333 (2000.)

Describes the responsibilities of the Department of the Treasury in terms of economic
sanctions imposed against terrorids, terrorist organizations, and countries supporting those
organizations.

COMPENSATION AND ASSISTANCE TO VICTIMS OF TERRORISM OR MASS VIOLENCE, 42 U.S.C.

§1603(b) (2000.)

This provision is concerned with victims of terrorism or mass violence. It coversterrorist
acts that occur both within and outside of the United States. Victims of such acts are eligible for
emergency relief as determined by the Director of the Office of Victims of Crimes. This act also
established the Office of Victims of Crime.

WAR AND NATIONAL DEFENSE: ALIEN ENEMIES, 50 U.S.C. 8§21 (2000.)
Describes the powers of the President to remove alien enemies (i.e. non-naturalized U.S
citizens) in the event of war with another power.

WAR AND NATIONAL DEFENSE: ELECTRONIC SURVEILLANCE, 50 U.S.C. 81802 (2000.)
This provision allows either the President or the Attorney General to conduct electronic
surveillance without a court order in order to acquire foreign intelligence.

WAR AND NATIONAL DEFENSE: DEFENSE AGAINST WEAPONS OF MAss DEsSTRuUCTION, 50 U.S.C.
§82301-2367 (2000.)
Describes U.S. Government preparedness for actsinvolving either chemical or biologicd
attacks as well as emergency procedures to be followed.

Executive Orders& Presidential Proclamations
Exec. Order No. 13223, 66 Fed. Reg. 48201 (Sept. 14, 2001.)

President Bush ordered the Ready Reserve of the Ammed Forces to adive duty withthis
order.
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Exec. Order No. 13228, 66 Fed. Reg. 49079 (Sept. 25, 2001.)

Issued by President Bush approximately two weeks after the September 11, 2001 terrorist
attacks on the World Trade Center and Pentagon, this Executive Order blocks property and
prohibits transactions with “ persons who commit, threaten to commit, or support terrorism.”

Exec. Order No. 13228, 66 Fed. Reg. 51812 (Oct. 10, 2001.)

With this order, Presdent Bush established the Officeof Homeland Security whose
mission is described as devel oping and coordinating “the implementation of a comprehensive
national strategy to secure the United States from terrorist threats or dtacks.” The Office's
functions “shall be to coordinate the executive branch’s efforts to detect, prepare for, protect
against, respond to, and recover from terrorist attacks within the United States.”
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
